Dziennik Zwigzkowy - the Polish pronunciation is ['dzennik zvj3'skovi], and the translation is alliance daily,
but the official name in English is Polish Daily News. Chicago’s Dziennik Zwigzkowy - Polish Daily News is
the largest Polish language newspaper, not only in the United States, but also outside of Poland. It is also
the oldest continuously - with no interruptions - printed Polish language newspaper in the world. This
year, Dziennik Zwiqzkowy — Polish Daily News celebrates its 114th birthday.

Dziennik Zwigzkowy - Polish Daily News was established in 1908 in Chicago by the Polish National Alliance
(PNA, Zwiazek Narodowy Polski) whose headquarters at that time were at the Polonia Triangle in the
so-called Chicago’s Polish Downtown on the Near Northwest Side. There, the paper was originally printed.
Today, the newspaper’s offices are at the PNA headquarters at 6100 North Cicero Avenue in Chicago.

With both print and electronic editions, Dziennik Zwigzkowy - Polish Daily News is the leading voice of
Chicago Polonia. The print edition is sold throughout the Chicago metropolitan area, and available by
subscription across the United States. Copies are also sent for distribution to Poland, to research libraries,
the Institute of National Remembrance (Instytut Pamieci Narodowej, IPN) and to Poland’s parliament (the
Sejm and Senate). It must be underscored that IPN is in the process of digitizing and archiving Dziennik
Zwigzkowy - Polish Daily News so it is not only preserved for future generations but also made available
for academic and historical research. Online subscribers are found all over the world. There is also a
growing number of followers on social media, alongside interest in the newspaper’s podcasts that are
produced thanks to close cooperation with the radio station 103.1 FM WPNA.

Dziennik Zwiqzkowy - Polish Daily News is published three times each week, reduced from five times during
the COVID-19 pandemic, and covers diverse topics, from local and community news to sports and culture,
as well as extensive coverage of Poland and Polish-related topics. A slimmer edition is released on Monday
and Wednesday, while an extensive Weekend Edition is published every Friday, with original content
serving the needs and interests of Polonia, plus a wide array of special sections and inserts along with
the weekend magazine, Kalejdoskop. Additionally, there is a column “Life of Polonia” (“Zycie Polonii”)
aimed at Chicago Polonia’s many diverse groups and societies, including Silesians (Slazacy) and
Highlanders (Gdrale).

The newspaper is a subsidiary of the Polish National Alliance, one of the oldest Polish American fraternal
organizations in the US. Current PNA President Frank Spula also serves as Publisher of Dziennik Zwigzkowy
- Polish Daily News. The newspaper is printed by Alliance Printers & Publishers Inc., which is headed by
General Manager L.ukasz Dudka.

The Editor in Chief is Alicja Otap. Other editorial staff includes: Joanna Marszalek, Deputy Editor; Joanna
Trzos, Political Editor; Ewa Malcher, Graphic Designer and Social Media Editor; Dariusz Cisowski, Sports
Editor; and Alexander Bilik, Kalejdoskop Editor.

The Guiding Spirit that Hovers over the Polish Museum of America

" The spirit of Mieczystaw Haiman can be felt

in every corner of the Polish Museum of
America - in the artifacts and documents he
collected, the books he catalogued, and the
history of America’s Polonia that he carefully
chronicled. He was instrumental in bringing
the core of PMA’s treasures from the 1939
New York World’s Fair here. Many of the
monographs and books he wrote were
published by the Polish Roman Catholic
Union and were some of the first historical
accounts of Polish settlement in America.
Although having died 73 years ago his
presence was reinforced through his long-
time secretary, Sabina Logisz, who served
the PMA for decades after him, and remained
a friend to PMA staff until her passing in
2010. Haiman’s portrait sits on top of his
ancient mahogany roll-top desk tucked away
in the Paderewski Room, an enduring
welcome to all who enter.

Haiman was born March 31, 1888, in a small town near Lwéw Poland which was then part
of the Austro-Hungarian Empire. After serving five years in the Austrian Navy, he emigrated
to the US in 1913. For a few years he worked as a laborer while he learned English. Initially
pursuing creative writing in the Polish language, he soon turned to journalism, editing
several Polish American daily and weekly newspapers from 1917-1935, including the
Dziennik Zjednoczenia published by the Polish Roman Catholic Union (PRCU). He made his
home in Buffalo New York from 1918-1927 and then came to Chicago.

While employed at PRCU he began a quest to find old manuscripts, diaries, letters, and other
historical documents related to Polish life in America. Through a long series of pamphlets,
articles and books written in both Polish and English, he became an authority on early Polish
contributions to the building of the American nation. His first book in English, Poland and the
American Revolutionary War was published in 1932 and outlined the contributions of
Tadeusz Kosciuszko and Kazimierz Pulaski who joined the fight for American independence.
He wrote monographs that studied Poles in various regions of the US including Texas,
Virginia and Kentucky, New York, California, and Pennsylvania. His largest work was a
comprehensive Polish Past in America 1608-1865. During the World War II years, he
continued his exploration of Kosciuszko and other Polish war heroes. His final book,
published in 1948, was a history of the PRCU, and in effect a history of Polonia - Zjednoczenie
Polskie Rzymsko-Katolickie w. Ameryce 1873-1948. Haiman's intention in his writings was to
prove the strength of the bonds between Poland and the United States. At the 1934 Second
Congress of Poles from abroad in Warsaw, he said American Polonia was an “inseparable
harmonious part of the American nation, however tied to Poland by feeling, traditions, and
cultural ties.”

Haiman took an early
leadership role in the
creation of what would
become the Polish
American  Historical
Association  (PAHA)
and which began

publishing an
academic journal,
Polish American

Studies, in 1944. For a
period, he served as its
associate editor, and
was honorary
president of PAHA at

2 : the time of his death in

During his lifetime Haiman was the only writer on the Polish past in America. Although later
criticized by some professionals as an “amateur historian,” his written output in the field was
prodigious and made a formidable contribution to Polish American studies when no one else
was looking. As Logisz said, “to me, Haiman will always be the greatest man of his generation,
if for nothing else than for making us conscious of the need of writing our own history.”

The contributions of Mieczystaw Haiman to our own Polish Museum of America are
significant. Appointed in 1935 as the first Curator of what began as the Archives and Museum
of the Polish Roman Catholic Union, he guided the nascent organization for 13 years. His
major job was to develop the collections and organize the library, and he was assisted by his
secretary, Sabina Logisz, appointed the following year. It was Haiman's insight that led to the




most important single |
acquisition of the PMA - a
huge collection of items
from the Polish Pavilion at |
the 1939-1940 New York
World’s Fair. Even before
the Fair opened, Haiman
and PRCU President
Joseph L. Kania negotiated
with Fair General
Commissioner Stefan
Ropp to have the Polish
Museum considered for
any surplus objects when
the Fair closed. With the
tragedy of the September
1, 1939, Nazi invasion of
Poland, it became
apparent that return of precious items was impossible. A deal was sealed in November 1940.
As a result, thirteen rail cars full of historic and scientific exhibits, and works of art made
their way from New York to Chicago for a grand public opening at the Polish Museum on May
3, 1941. The PMA’s Great Hall today is dominated by the stained-glass window, “Symbol of
Poland Reborn” by Mieczystaw Jurgielewicz that crowned the Polish Pavilion Hall of Honor.

Haiman’s personal life was often eclipsed by his passion for work. He was married in 1918
to Kazimiera and had two adopted children, Adam and Teresa Maria. However, as Logisz
recalled in a 1963 article in Polish American Studies: “Haiman was a person who did not waste
any of God’s precious time. All of his days were very much the same, all work and no play. He
shied away from social life. If he had not, the monumental writing he left behind would never
have been accomplished. His day began early and ended late. Mass and frequent communion
were the regular pattern, and the fruits of this holy practice were apparent in his daily living
with others, at all levels. He was a kind, gentle, humble man.” Mieczystaw Haiman died
January 15, 1949, at 61 years old but his legacy lives on.

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HISTORY OF THE OPENING OF THE PMA

During the 39th Convention of the Polish Roman Catholic Union of America (PRCUA) in 1928, the first
notion of the Polish Museum of America was proposed. Delegates from Council 11 of Brooklyn, NY,
suggested that a Polish museum be established in the United States for the purpose of “collecting Polish
and Polonian documents and materials for historical study by our future generations.” In 1931, Council 69
of Chicago presented a similar proposal during the 40th PRCUA Convention, emphasizing that “Polonia ...
although numerous and affluent, does not have a single institution, not one place, in which to deposit the
documents and evidences of our labors for this country and for Poland.” In 1934, several discussions were
held by the PRCUA on forming a historical society, which would engage in organizing the papers of the

Polish National Department, housed in the PRCUA Headquarters.

A real opportunity to establish an institution arose in 1935, when newly elected PRCUA President Joseph
L. Kania proceeded with great enthusiasm to create the Archives and Museum of the PRCUA. On October

15, 1935, Kania stated to the PRCUA Board of Directors:

“In consideration that it is the museums and

archives that most closely reflect cultural and national history, and that they not only characterize the level
of a nation’s learning, but also serve as a center and workshop for academic advancement, contributing to
the growth of enlightenment, and that here - in Polonia - would evoke the respect for Poles from others in
America - [ propose the establishment of a permanent museum and archives of Polonia at the PRCUA.”

The first and most important step was appointing Mieczystaw Haiman as Museum Curator. Already serving
as PRCUA Librarian, he began cataloging the sizeable and invaluable collection of documents created by
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Press clippings covering the PRCUA’s eﬁ’orts> to open a museum and about fi irst donations received,
from various newspapers, October-December 1935

the Polish National
Department in 1934.
This collection served
as the initial core of the
soon to be expanded
Archives and Museum.

Material began to be
quickly acquired as
early as in 1935, thanks
to the appeal made by
Curator Haiman,
addressed to American
Polonia and published
in its press: “Old books
and newspapers, all
manner of publications
printed in America,
especially books
commemorating parish
and society jubilees,

proclamations,
photographs, letters,
convention badges and
buttons of various
celebrations, medals,
old coins - all of this is
suitable for the
Archives and Museum.”
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In response to this appeal, individuals and Polonian organizations submitted donations to the Museum. All
donations were recorded in the Golden Book of Donations, created in 1935 and maintained in that form
until 1951, while acknowledgements and lists of donations were published in the local press and
publications of the PRCUA. A number was assigned to every donation submitted to the Museum, and
written in pencil on the last page of each item, making it easier to trace donations made during the early
years of the organization.

Very soon, the space allotted to Reduta Wiary i Polskoici na Wychodztwie I

the Museum proved to be
inadequate. A Museum
Committee, formed in January
1936, decided to carry out
renovations in the PRCUA
building. Construction on the
second floor, in rooms previously
utilized by the PRCUA Medical
Office and Real Estate
Department, continued through
the end of the year.
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The official grand opening of the
Museum took place on January
12, 1937, with representatives of
Poland’s government, city of
Chicago administrators, and
members of the clergy, Polonian
organizations, and press in
attendance. The ceremonies
began with President Kania
cutting the ribbon and formally
opening of the doors of the
Museum, which were carved by
Chicago artist Adam Dabrowski.

The celebration continued in the
PRCUA Ballroom, with a program |
which included remarks from From Naréd Polski, January 19, 1936
Wactaw  Gawronski, Consul

General of Republic of Poland in Chicago; Edward J. Kelly, Mayor of Chicago; and Dr. Bronistaw Smykowski,
a distinguished Polonian activist from Bridgeport, CT. An orchestra led by Sylwester Klosowski performed
the American and Polish national anthems, and later accompanied Jadwiga Furmaniak, who performed the
songs, “‘Jaskolka’ Dell’Acqa” and “Last Rose of Summer.”

In the inaugural speech, Kania declared: “In the Archives and Museum which we have created at the PRCUA
Headquarters, we hope to gather, not for ourselves, not for our organization, but for all of American
Polonia, all the invaluable mementos, which will be passed on to new generations. We dedicate the Polish
Museum at the PRCUA to American Polonia, and may its beauty and usefulness serve the glory of all of
Polonia.”
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From Dziennik Zjednoczenia, January 13, 1937

Consul General Gawronski
asked, “Will future generations
be able to properly scrutinize
your work? .. let the
proclamations of today reach
the Motherland beyond the
ocean.” On Haiman'’s efforts, he
continued, “Today we want to
congratulate you. Such works
are worth praising and thanks.
This museum is an expression
of Polishness and its future.”

Mayor Kelly began his speech
by comparing the PRCUA
Museum to the difficult
beginnings in organizing the
city of Chicago; he continued, “I
am grateful to the Polish men
and women for what they have
done for this city so far. ... As
mayor, | want to thank you and
the entire PRCUA, and wish for
this museum to grow a
significant size for the glory of
the city of Chicago, and not only
for the Polish people.”

During the opening ceremony,
an organization to see to the
needs of the Museum was
proposed; by February 1937,
the Polish American Historical
and Museum Society was
established, and shortly after, it
became a member of the
[llinois State Historical Society
and Lwow Scientific Society.
The purpose of the society was
to elevate interest in the
American Polonian community

of its own history, as well as to raise funds to sustain the Museum. Its dues-paying members undertook the
task of collecting information and materials on Polonia and delegating it to Curator Haiman. Fundraising
enabled the publication of the English language Annals of the PRCUA Archives and Museum; issues covered
the history of Poles throughout America as well as reports on Museum activities.

World War Il had a considerable impact on the form of the PMA - the role and tasks of the Museum were
altered. Haiman described this in his report as curator: “The tasks of the Archives and Museum of the
PRCUA, as the largest Polish cultural institution in the USA, gained immense importance in view of the
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recent  occurrences.
Doubtlessly, many
museums have been
destroyed and pillaged
by barbarous invaders
and a considerable
number of valuable
Polish mementoes
have been lost for good
[...] during the
previous long
enslavement of the
Polish  people, the
largest and the most
well-known shelter for
protecting Polish
mementoes of historic
importance outside of
Polish borders was the
Polish Museum in
Rapperswil. Many
objects of value had to
be stored there lest they should be taken away by the oppressors. After the World War was over, the entire
collection of that Museum was transported to Warsaw. God only knows whether or not it has remained
intact. Our Museum became its spiritual successor. Quite recently, during better times for Poland, it has
earned for itself the honorable title of ‘American Rapperswil.’” Today, the Archives and Museum of the
PRCUA is an ‘American Rapperswil’ not only in name, but also in reality. Being one of the few great focal
points of Polish culture outside of Motherland’s borders, the Museum is beyond the reach of violence and
repression, surrounded by kindness emanating from the
hearts of Poles abroad.”

The Museum became a central point where Polish national
mementoes were collected. Thanks to Haiman’s relentless
efforts, the PMA obtained some of its most impressive
collections under his stewardship: Polish Pavilion of the
1939 New York World’s Fair and the I. J. Paderewski
collections, both in 1941, and the Kosciuszko collection in
1945. Additionally, Haiman encouraged readers, in his
appeals published daily in the press, to keep everything
they managed to secure in private collections or purchase
such objects at auctions and from private individuals.
Thanks to funds obtained from contributions of the Polish
Historical and Museum Society, Haiman had money at his
disposal and was able to maintain contact with
antiquarians. He  systematically enlarged and
supplemented the collections by tracking down and
purchasing scattered Polish works, documents, letters,
maps, manuscripts, and other material from auction
houses and private collectors. Furthermore, many people
bought works of art and rare objects and then donated
them to the Museum.
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These early acquisitions laid a strong and solid foundation for what the Polish Museum of America is today.
Across the Museum, Archives, and Library, the PMA continues in its mission, to promulgate the rich cultural
history of the Polish people by collecting, preserving, interpreting, and displaying materials related to this
heritage; and to integrate these resources into appropriate programs, activities, and exhibitions that enrich
the intellectual and artistic lives of all members of society.

Fitting today are the words by Dr. Bronistaw Smykowski, who was the final speaker during the Archives
and Museum of the PRCUA opening ceremonies 85 years ago: “They tell us that ‘History is the master of
life,’ and [Andrzej Maksymilian] Fredro says, History is the mother of good judgement, and we need to read
both foreign histories and our own... Let us devote more time to the memory of those great people who
have already passed away into the afterlife. Let us encourage the young generation to know and love the
past, so that in the future they would call out in the words of [the poet Wtadystaw] Syrokomla:

Przywrd¢ nam Panie, staroswieckich ludzi Bring back o Lord, old-fashioned people
Z krzemiennq piersiq i duszq stalowgq With a flint breast and soul made from steel
Niechaj ich z trumny Twdj rozkaz obudzi Let Your command awaken them from their coffin
Niech w oczy spojrzq, niech przemdéwiq stowa Let them look in the eyes, let the words speak
Abysmy mogli cho¢ raz, cho¢ z daleka So that we can at least once, even from a distance
Zobaczy¢ w zyciu wielkiego cztowieka...” See a great man in life...”

Micheline “Misia” Jaminski has served the Polish
Roman Catholic Union of America in various
capacities since 1976. Misia has served as PRCUA
Vice President since 2014, and as such, is the Vice
Chair of the Polish Museum of America. Additionally,
she is the National Treasurer of the Polish American
Congress. As the founder and former artistic director
and choreographer of the Wesoty Lud Polish Folk
Dance Company and Southwest Center of Polish
Dancing, she has been directly involved in passing on
the knowledge of Polish culture and traditions to
younger generations and nurturing the future
leaders of the PRCUA.

Micheline’s mother, Jean, was French-born and her
father, Mieczystaw Binkowski, a native Chicagoan,
was raised in Poland. Chicago born and bred, Misia
was immersed in Polish culture, language, and
folklore since birth—recitations at age 3, dancing at age 5, and teaching dance at age 15.

After completing high school, Misia graduated from Alliance College in Cambridge, Pennsylvania,
where she majored in Polish and history, with a minor in education. She danced with the
Kujawiaki Dance Ensemble under the direction of Jan Sejda, her role model. She also worked as
the assistant to the Polish Curator at the school’s library. After graduation, she returned to
Chicago and crossed paths with the PRCUA.

Misia organized Wesoty Lud, one of the leading Polish American dance ensembles in the country,
which greatly helped to promote the PRCUA. The ensemble has participated in countless festivals
throughout the world, obtaining numerous awards and recognitions. It was Misia’s initiative,
hard work, and love for Polish culture and folklore—and above all, her dedication to the
PRCUA—which influenced the successes of Wesoty Lud and the several younger groups under
the banner of the Southwest Center of Polish Song. In 1976-1990 and again in 1992-2014, she
was the choreographer of the Cinderella-Prince Charming Balls organized by the Adult Culture
Group of PRCUA.

Misia is happily married to Richard Jaminski (artistic director and choreographer), mother of
two daughters and has a grandson and two granddaughters. In 2012, the President of the
Republic of Poland bestowed upon Misia the Silver Cross of Merit for her work in advancing
Polish culture in the world, and in 2020, the Minister of National Education of Poland
acknowledged Misia’s golden anniversary of teaching Polish folk culture with a medal.

Through the years, Misia supported PMA events in various capacities, as emcee, chair of the 2021
Gala, and more. She continues to motivate the future leaders of the Polish American community
locally and throughout the United States to appreciate Polish traditions, culture, song and dance,
the PMA, and her beloved PRCUA.
